Each academ c year, the | QAC sets guidelines for conducting
internal and pre-final exans for both odd and even senesters,

Wi th the exam nation commttee working wwth the I1QAC to finalize
pl ans.

To keep the process transparent, internal marks and attendance
are di splayed on the notice board, allow ng students to review
and confirmtheir scores. The internal assessnent nakes up 30 or
40 marks, follow ng university guidelines, while the remaining
70 or 60 marks cone fromthe university exam totaling 100

Qur dedi cated
housekeeping staff is trained to nanage different types of solid
wast e, ensuring proper sorting and collection in designated bins
for disposal. The BBMP, our |ocal nunicipal authority, oversees
t he responsi bl e di sposal of waste. To maintain cleanliness, we
cl ean each floor twi ce a day, which hel ps keep our canpus tidy.

For e-waste, including itens |ike CPUs, nonitors, and keyboards,
we collect these at a specific site and di spose of themthrough
aut hori zed vendors, receiving conpensation in return. Educating
our students about environnental waste and its negative effects
is a priority; we conduct regular waste managenent semnars to
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rai se awareness. | TC Ltd. supports our cleanliness and
sustainability efforts by assisting with waste collection for
recycling.

We enphasi ze waste disposal at its source by mnimzing plastic
use and opting for steel glasses and bottles. To aid solid waste
managenent, we provide four types of waste bins on canpus.

The institution has a strong system for internal assessnent
to eval uate student performance using different tests, such
as class tests, internal exans, open-book tests, and oral
exans. Each acadenmic year, the | QAC sets guidelines for
conducting internal and pre-final exans for both odd and even
senesters, with the exam nation commttee working with the

| QAC to finalize plans.

To keep the process transparent, internal nmarks and
attendance are displayed on the notice board, allow ng
students to review and confirmtheir scores. The internal
assessnent makes up 30 or 40 marks, follow ng university

gui delines, while the remaining 70 or 60 marks conme fromthe
university exam totaling 100 marKks.

The exam coordi nator and Principal organize the schedule for
the internal assessnments, covering test dates, evaluation
nmet hods, and rules to prevent cheating. The tinetable is
shared with teachers, posted on the notice board, announced
in classroons, and sent to students through \Wat sApp.

In general, a purchase request, or indent, is created by the
concerned faculty in each departnent.

Depending on the
request's priority and the availability of funds, the
Account ant processes the paynent in accordance with the
institute's rules and regulations. This system establishes
first-level checks and bal ances, reducing the chances of
errors and enhanci ng financial accuracy.

Moreover, an internal audit eval uates the perfornance of
staff and students, assesses the facilities available to
staff, and reviews the overall infrastructure of the coll ege.
